Writing 

 

At the North Wolds Federation, our intent for writing, as a crucial part of our curriculum, is for all 
children from Foundation Stage to Year Six to enjoy communicating through the medium of writing.  
 
In our Federation, we view writing as a developmental process.  Our learning sequence for grammar, 
spelling, punctuation and handwriting is carefully, progressively sequenced to ensure children make 
excellent progress as they move through school. We intend for the children to be able to write in a 
range of forms by the time they leave the school so genres are carefully mapped out alongside 
foundation learning themes to ensure children learn to write in many different ways, in many 
different contexts, for many different audiences. 
 
We aim to develop children’s vocabulary in reading lessons and the wider curriculum to ensure their 
writing incorporates rich, interesting language choices. We encourage children to enjoy 
communicating their thoughts, stories, ideas, poetry and dreams through writing and provide a 
curriculum, in English and core and non-core subjects, to enable them to do this regularly. 
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
